The New Year 
 

 The New Year is upon us once again 
and it seems like only a few weeks ago it 
was January 2011.  The New Year brings 
hope that many things in our lives will be 
better than the twelve previous months, and 
this includes hope for a better economy and 
greater opportunities for all.  It’s also a time 
for reflection on what was good about the 
previous year and what we can do 
personally to improve our condition going 
forward. 
 
 One item that shouldn’t be neglected 
is what can be done to make motorcycling 
safer in 2012.  In 2011 we discussed the 
general traffic situation in the Washington 
area several times, and I’m sure everyone 
agrees that driving is getting more erratic 
than ever in a general sense.  Since there is 
little we can do as individuals about the 
driving habits of others on the road, perhaps 
the best course of action is to serve as good 
examples of safe responsible motorcyclists. 
 
 Doing so requires us to engage in 
activities that fall into two general 
categories.  That is things that are visible to 
other motorists and those that are not.  
Things that are unknown and not visible to 
the average non-motorcycling driver include 
making sure we TCLOCS’d that big 
machine we ride.  

Others include making sure our 
training is up to date, we are well practiced, 
have the right attitude while on the road, and 
making sure we got enough sleep the night 
before to just name a few. 
 
 Things that are visible include riding 
appropriately for the driving conditions 
around us.  This may include a greater 
spacing between vehicles, obeying traffic 
laws, and riding in a courteous manner.  
Making ourselves highly noticeable is 
another and making sure our safety 
equipment is ready. 
 
 Now that 2012 has arrived I hope you 
will review and make any necessary 
adjustments to your personal approach to 
minimizing risk while on the road.  
Remaining safe requires each person to 
constantly think about safety while riding.  
Make your motorcycle learning a lifetime 
experience.  Each time you climb on that 
bike think about what you can do to make 
the ride ahead a safer experience. 
 
 Don’t forget to update your CPR and 
first aid skills periodically and take a 
refresher riding course to make sure your 
skills are as current as possible.  Make a 
contentious effort to be methodical in your 
safety preparations and don’t take short cuts 
while saying to yourself “Well, I can do that 
safety inspection next time.”  That next time 
may never come if you don’t remember safe 
riding techniques and practice them 
routinely. 
 
Ride safe throughout the year and stay alert 
when you ride.
