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Preparations

Once again it’s time for our trip to

Salem Virginia and the Virginia State Rally.

Are you prepared for what you might
encounter over that long weekend? Have
you considered the weather situation and
made preparations for that long five or six
hour trip each way?

We all know that the weather can be
very unpredictable this time of year. It can
be very warm when we leave for the rally
and freezing cold when we start for home.

This situation can be a problem
depending how we prepare for the trip. If
you plan to tow a trailer, generally you will
have plenty of room for additional clothing
for both warm and cold riding. If you don’t
use a trailer it can be a problem finding
enough room for everything you need.

Don’t forget that rain gear too. You
might need to bring your full faced helmet
as well as your three quarter. Be sure to
make room for all of your needs for a fun
filled weekend.

Be sure your bike is ready as well.
Don’t forget to TCLOCSs your bike before
your departure. Spend a little extra time
making sure you cover everything so your
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arrival each way isn’t delayed because of a
breakdown.

Remain aware of your surroundings
as you ride. Traffic can present some
unique difficulties depending on your arrival
timing around the larger cities along the
route.

Stay aware of road conditions and
remember that oil can make things slippery
when it starts to rain. Don't forget that wet
leaves and painted lines can represent a
special problem in a hard driving rain.

Make sure all of the riding equipment
you use that weekend is appropriate for the
anticipated weather conditions. Watch the
weather situation the last couple of days
before your departure.

Make certain that your tires are in
good condition and watch your inflation
while on the trip. Tire pressure can vary by
as much as five pounds per day. While it's a
little unusual for tire pressure to change
significantly enough to be of concern over
the course of a day when properly inflated, it
can become a special consideration if there
Is a significant change in temperature.

Above all have fun at this year’s rally,
and please join us Saturday morning to
assist with Field Events. Encourage your
friends from other chapters to participate in
the games. It should be an interesting and
fun filled day. Ride safe, and we will see
you there.
